V METHODOLOGY

The 1carning in this class will be inductive, which means that the student, through self- and guidcd discovcry, will
uncover the grarnrnatical rules on their own. This will be done through a dccp ana]ysis of 1inguistic structures in
different societal contexts. Student will be guided at first by the instructor and then engage in conversation with
their peers and thus co-construct the different grammatical scructures presented. Thus collaboration work is an
essential component of the class dynamics.

In addition to the required book for this course. The instructor has created his own exercises for this course,
and any other material will be open-source (Read more on Open Education Resources, OER:
heeps://www.oercommons.org/about). All materials and exercises will be available to the students through our
institution  online  platform, E-Campus, and through the instructor’'s  professional — website,
hteps://www.damianrobles.com.

As in all lower division Spanish courses in the Department of Hispanic Studies, in this course we will apply the
ACTFL (American Council on the Tcaching ofForCign Languages: https://www.actﬂ.org) 5 C's of Communication:

Communication: Students will develop the ability to communicate in three modes
of communication: interpretive (hy rcading/vicwing material on different linguistic
phenomena  online/analog), interpersonal, when de- and co- constructing
grammatical features of the language in partner and group work; and presentational,
when exposing to the class their findings on relative linguistic phcnomcna.
Culture: Students will study Hispanic/Latino culture (through different topics, such as,
Mexican cinema, Cervantes/Golden Age Spain, pop culture, dialects in the Spanish-
speaking world, current events, etc.)

Comparisons: Students will analyze the structure of Spanish and draw

comparisons to their own languagc. In doing so, students will evaluate that 1anguagc
behave simi]arly and thus is an universal component of human communication.

XV EXPLICACION DE ASIGNATURAS

A. Composiciones: Vamos a poner en practica los conceptos y estructuras aprendidas en clase a través de dos
pequerias composiciones de no mas de 400-500 palabras (mds 0 menos una pagina), las cuales seran escritas en clase.

Las composiciones tendran de requisito un formato y estilo genérico (sea en forma de narracion, carta, ensayo, etc.),
y ¢stas seran evaluadas (i) primero por un compariero de clase (en forma de peer-review); y (ii) finalmente, seran
Cntrcgadas al profesor en las fechas indicadas (ver calendario tentativo). Toda entrega tarde tendra como calificacion
automadticamente un cero.

B. Tarea y desempeiio en clase: La preparacion antes de la clase (por medio de tareas y del estudio individual) es
parte fundamental de la formacion del estudiante; tambicn, aspectos de comportamiento y de disciplina forman parte
de ese desempefio académico. Seras evaluadx para cada entrega (un total de 4 entregas) de la siguiente manera:
primero, LA TAREA, que constituye en la entrega de ejercicios gramaticalcs; scgundo, LA PARTICIPACION EN

CLASE, la cual sera medida a través de fichas que cuantifica la contribucion dada por contestacion de preguntas o
trabajo en equipo, entre otras cosas, cuyo puntaje sera otorgado por el profesor, segtin su criterio; y finalmente, seras
evaluadx a través del comportamiento que das en clase: esto quiere decir que vienes motivado y que lo que dices
contribuyc a crear una atmosfera positiva, y tu comportamiento €s respetoso hacia tus companeros y hacia tu
profesor.

C. Examenes: Los examenes, de naturaleza sumativa, es decir, que retne todo lo aprendido, seran dados al término
de un ciclo de estudio. Estos pretenden evaluar los conocimientos adquiridos a través de la clase, sea después de
capitulos o talleres de practica de la lengua. Habran dos examenes, uno parcial, mas o menos a mitad del semestre,
y otro, al final del semestre. Estos tienen respectivos porcentajes como nota final (ver sumario de la distribucion de
nota). El primer examen sera hecho en clase: éste se compone de aspectos de estructura de la lengua a nivel medular
(como algunos componentes de fonologia, acentuacion, y morfologia, estructura y creacion de palabras). El examen
parcial sera tomado en clase y hecho en grupos. El examen final, de caracteristica sumativa, es decir, que todo puede
incluirse en ¢, sera un take home exam, el cual debera ser Cntrcgado en la fecha indicada.

D. Proyecto final: Llevado por motivos pedagdgicos, un proyecto final tiene el objetivo de realizar un producto final
a traves de la colaboracion colectiva e individual, empleando aspectos digitales. Cada estudiante escribira un cuento
(Ia tematica sera escogida y anunciada en clase), donde se pone en prictica aspectos temporales de la lengua
(pretérito, imperfecto, pluscuamperfecto) como de un propio estilo literario, a través de la creacion en escritura
creativa. Para cada cuento, tendremos talleres de escritura en clase —el resto de la escritura serd hecha en casa—.
Algunos de los requisitos seran: (i) alrededor de 1,000 palabras; (ii) por cada entrega, otro estudiante de clase te
debera darte peer-review a tu cuento; etc. Revisar el calendario para las fechas de entrega. Nuevamente, si entregas
tarde tu trabajo recibirds un cero como calificacion.
